Anotace / Annotation

Cilem kurzu je po strance odbornych pravnich znalosti a jazykovych dovednosti dostatecné pfipravit sou¢asné a budouci
soudni pfekladatele a tlumoc&niky v€etné téch, ktefi jiz maji licenci soudniho pfekladatele nebo soudniho tlumoénika nebo
o ni hodlaji Zadat, takovym zplsobem, aby mohli své sluzby vykonavat kompetentné a na co nejvy$si odborné Urovni.
Béhem studia ziskaji zakladni znalosti ¢eského prava véetné orientace v zakladnich €eskych pravnich pfedpisech.
Diraz je také na predstaveni specifik eského prava, jejichz spravna interpretace je klic¢ova pro smysluplny pfeklad do
ciziho jazyka (tj. jazyka jiného pravniho systému).

Kurz je otevfen téZ cizinctim Zijicim v CR, aby si mohli své znalosti &eského jazyka doplnit zakladnimi znalostmi &eského
prava a ¢eskou pravni terminologii. Zaroven mulze slouzit jako Uvod do ¢eského prava pro vSechny, kdo chtéji o ném
ziskat elementarni pfedstavu.

The aim of the course is to prepare current and future court translators and interpreters, including those who already hold,
or intend to apply for, a court translator's or court interpreter's licence, sufficiently in terms of professional legal knowledge
and language skills so that they can perform their services competently and to the highest professional standard.
During their studies, they will acquire a basic knowledge of Czech law, including an orientation in basic Czech legal
regulations. Emphasis is also placed on introducing the specifics of Czech law, the correct interpretation of which is
crucial for meaningful translation into a foreign language (i.e. the language of a different legal system).

The course is also open to foreigners living in the Czech Republic so that they can supplement their knowledge of the
Czech language with basic knowledge of Czech law and Czech legal terminology. At the same time, it can serve as an
introduction to Czech law for all those who wish to get an elementary idea about it.
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
