Obsah kurzu s nazvem "Clovék, biblicka etika a vyzvy dneska" se zamé&Fuje na lidskou pfirozenost, jeji moZnosti a limity.
Lidstvi se zkouma v souvislosti se sebepoznanim a sebepfijetim, vztahy, partnerstvim a rodinou. Kurz se zabyva také
vefejnym prostorem, Zivotem ve spolecenstvi a spole€nosti. V neposledni fadé zmiriuje vztah &lovéka k pfirodnimu
a umélému svétu. Vztah Clovéka a transcendentna bude zvazovan a diskutovan ve svétle jednoho z normativnich
pramenu, kterym se stala Bible. Ta bude pfedstavena jako mysSlenkovy a hodnotovy ramec, pfistupny rozhovoru v
ramci humanitnich, pfirodnich a technickych véd. Spoleéné budeme hledat sdilené hodnoty, které pfispivaji k lidské
soudrznosti a socialni udrzitelnosti.

The content of the course, entitled "Man, Biblical Ethics and the Challenges of Today", concerns the nature of humanity,
its potential, and limitations. The course examines humanity concerning self-knowledge, self-acceptance, relationships,
partnerships, and family. It also considers the public space, life within the community, and society. Finally, the course
addresses the relationship of the human being to the natural and artificial world. The relationship between the human
being and the transcendentals will be considered and discussed in light of one of the normative Sources that the Bible has
become. This will be presented as a framework of thought and value, amenable to conversation within the humanities,
natural sciences, and engineering. Together, we will seek shared values that contribute to human cohesion and social
sustainability.
